In companies everybody must know

· The risks of occupational health and safety

· Environmental effects

· Instructions in case of dangerous situations

· The principles of safety 

· The regulations and instructions concerning movement

· Personal protection (clothes, safety glasses…)

· The permits and certificates needed for work

OBS! Your first on-the-job task is to find out the EHQS-policy and –practice in the company. 

Some considerations:

1) What are the safety factors? E.g. 

· Who is responsible

· Prevention of accidents

· Training of staff 

· Safety regulations

· In practice: security, traffic, how to act in dangerous situations, first aid training, personal protection etc.

2) Environmental effects

· If there is an environment quality system (e.g. ISO 14001), find out: 

· General environmental policy in the company 

· What does it mean in practice, e.g. Recycling, discharges, hazardous waste treatment

· If there isn’t an environment quality system, find out how the environment is taken into consideration or not taken into consideration

3) Quality

- If there is quality system in the company, find out

· What kind of quality system

· General quality policy of the company

· How does it effect your own work

- if there isn’t a quality system, describe how systematic and explicit the instructions and training are and how good the quality of the result of the work is in your own opinion

4) What kind of health hazards are included in your own work in the company. How they are foreseen, e.g. Ergonomics, chemical hazards etc.

Note: The clarification of EHQS procedures is part of the reporting requirement. If this part of the report is missing the student may be under obligation to return the subsidy. Students working in the same company may prepare a joint EHQS procedure report.
